ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

WINDSOR ESTATES HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION


We hereby associate to form a non-stock corporation under the provisions of 

Chapter 10 of Title 13.1 of the Code of Virginia and to end set forth as follows:

ARTICLE I

WINDSOR ESTATES


The name of the corporation is Windsor Estates Homeowners Association.

ARTICLE II

PRINCIPAL OFFICE


The principal office of the association is located at 1714 Innsbrook Drive, Salem, 

Virginia 24153.

ARTICLE III

REGISTERED OFFICE AND AGENT


The address of the initial registered office is 1714 Innsbrook Drive, Salem, 

Virginia 24153.  The name of the City in which the initial registered office is located is 

the City of Salem, Virginia.  The name of its registered agent is Robert P. Fralin, who is a 

resident of Virginia and an initial director of the corporation, and whose business office is 

1714 Innsbrook Drive, Salem, Virginia 24153.

ARTICLE IV

PURPOSE AND POWERS OF THE ASSOCIATION


This Association does not contemplate pecuniary gain of profit to the members 

thereof, and the specific purposes for which it is formed are to provide for maintenance, 

preservation, and architectural control of the residence Lots and maintain and repair the 

Open Space as described in the Declaration of Covenants (the “Declaration”) recorded or 

to be recorded in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of Montgomery County, 

Virginia, as the same may be amended from time as therein provided, and for this 

purpose to exercise all of the powers and privileges and to perform all of the duties and 

obligations of the Association as set forth in the Declaration.

ARTICLE V

MEMBERSHIP


Every person or entity who is a record owner of a fee or individual fee interest in 

any Lot, as defined in the Declaration, which is subject by covenants of record to 

assessment by the Association, including contract sellers, shall be a member of the 

Association (collectively, the “Members”).  Membership shall be appurtenant to and may 

not be separated from ownership of any Lot which is subject to assessment by the 

Association.

ARTICLE VI

BOARD OF DIRECTORS


The affairs of this Association shall be managed initially by a Board of three (3) 

directors who need not be members of the Association.  The number of directors may be 

increased to five (5).  The number of directors may be changed by amendment of the By-

Laws of the Association.


At the first annual meeting, the Members shall elect a minimum of three (3) 

directors for a term of one (1) year; and at each annual meeting thereafter, the members 

shall elect a minimum of three (3) directors for a term of one (1) year in accordance with 

its By-Laws.

ARTICLE VII

INDEMNIFICATION


The Association shall indemnify to the fullest extent permitted by law all 

directors, officers, employees, agents, committee members and any other persons who 

may by law be indemnified.

ARTICLE VIII

DISSOLUTION


The Association may be dissolved with the vote of more than two-thirds (2/3) of 

the Members.  However, the Association shall not have the ability to dissolve its 

existence nor dispose of real property without the prior written approval from the 

directors of planning, environmental engineering and transportation.  Upon dissolution of 

the Association, other than incident to a merger or consolidation, the assets of the 

Association shall be dedicated to an appropriate public agency to be used for purposes 

similar to those for which this Association was created.  In the event that such dedication 

is refused, such assets shall be granted, conveyed, and assigned to any nonprofit 

corporation, association, trust, or other organization to be devoted to such similar 

purposes.

ARTICLE IX

AMENDMENTS


Amendments of these Articles shall require the assent of seventy-five (75%) of 

the Members.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, for the purpose of forming this corporation under the 

laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, the undersigned, constituting the incorporator of 

this Association, has executed these Articles of Incorporation this 18th day of October,
